happening on that land. -
Whether you have a woodland for
wildflowers or medicinal herbs,
trees to harvest or for wildlife,
the Gang is keeping you from
achieving your goals.

Without the limiting factors of
pathogens, predators and climate,
NNIS crowd out native species
that provide the services such as

food, shelter, and structure need-
ed by wildlife. Animals as well as
plants are becoming rarer asare- |

sult of these species, While only
an estimated 10% of non-native
species are invagive, the annual
cost to landowners is billions of
dollars.

Learn to recognize these threats
to Southeastern Ohio biodiversity
and learn the best control meth-
ods. Your persistence in remov-
ing them will restore your land.

Kudzu

Pueraria montana var. lobata

Kudzu is known as the vine that
ate the south, Originally planted
for erosion control, it is doing that
and more!

Oriental Bittersweet
Celastrus orbiculatus
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A deciduous vine; not to be con-
fused with native bittersweet which
is a desirable plant. Each cluster
of flowers/fruit is growing from the
base of a leaf. Will cover acres
excluding other vegetation,
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
